SPILLAGE

GENERAL INFORMATION

INSTRATA is a combination of three broad spectrum preventative fungicides with both systemic and
contact properties recommended for the control of many important turfgrass diseases. INSTRATA may be
applied as a foliar spray in alternating spray programs or in tank mixes with other approved turf protection
products. All applications should be made according to the use directions that follow.

DIRECTIONS FOR USE

Restraints

DO NOT apply by aerial application methods

DO NOT use this product through any type of irrigation system or ultra low volume spray system

DO NOT apply to turf under heat or moisture stress

Animal Grazing Restriction: As INSTRATA contains minute quantities of HCB, a compound that can be
taken up by grazing stock to give unacceptable residues in meat and milk, the following restrictions MUST
be followed

DO NOT graze treated turf

DO NOT feed any treated turf to food producing animals

EQUIPMENT

penetration and even coverage at low application volumes.

COMPATIBILITY

INSTRATA is a suspo-emulsion (SE) with minimal odour. INSTRATA mixes completely with water and

may be tank mixed with many commonly used fungicides and liquid fertilisers. INSTRATA has Weather
Stik® Technology that ensures excellent residual on leaf, stem and crown surface and a high degree of
rain fastness.
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RE-ENTRY PERIODS
DO NOT allow entry into treated areas until the spray has dried. When prior entry is necessary, wear
chemical resistant gloves and footwear.

RESISTANCE MANAGEMENT

INSTRATA is a group 3, M5 and 12, it contains members of the DMI, phenylpyrrole and chloronitrile
groups of fungicides. Resistance to this fungicide could develop from repeated use. To minimise this risk
use strictly in accordance with label instructions and resistance management strategies.
